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Telematics (or “black boxes”) can be hugely useful in developing data about your fleet risk, as well as data on different parts of your business, and on individual drivers.

If your organisation wants to use telemetry as part of your work-related road risk management program, we can recommend supplier(s) with the appropriate capabilities in the countries you are operating in.  This will include a variety of solutions, from fully installed ‘hard-wired’ systems through to Smartphone apps. It is important to have good support for your system, and so having a single system across the whole operation may not be ideal – however, the systems should all collect compatible data using the same trigger thresholds.
